
The Logan County Health District is embracing the process of public 
health accreditation.  Accreditation is a recently available system 
developed by national public health bodies to assess how efficiently 
health districts deliver services to their population. 

Benefits of the effort and time to complete this endeavor include assuring 
citizens and county leaders of the high standards of their local health 
district, allowing the agency to more effectively target its efforts, and 
verifying the best use of public money.  In the near future all state and 
federal grants will be tied to achieving accreditation.   

This accreditation process involves completing a community health 
assessment, developing a community health improvement plan, and 
using those to formulate an agency strategic plan. 

As we are developing our strategic plan, we have identified improving the 
public’s understanding of our finances as a key goal. We are devoting 
much of this report to helping everyone understand the breakdown of 
funding and expenses for each division. For example, funds from grants, 
home health, and licensed programs cannot be used by the health district 
outside of the designated program.  

Our commitment is to the optimal health and safety of Logan County’s 
residents.

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Medicaid Administrative Claiming (MAC) 

Local health departments and the Medicaid Program 

share a focus on improving access to health care for low 

income Ohioans. Activities that help improve access to 

Medicaid coverage or the use of Medicaid covered 

services is the goal for the MAC staff. MAC is 

administered by the Ohio Department of Health (ODH). 

Funds are received each quarter based on a time study 

that includes 16 different activities and services. 

Immunizations 

The majority of vaccines used by Logan County Health 

District (LCHD) are provided by ODH free of charge. 

Some funds were received through the billing of private 

insurance companies which began January 1, 2014. 

Newborn Visits 

A newborn visit is offered by a public health nurse for 

every newborn that resides in Logan County. In 2014, 71 

visits were completed. Financial help is provided by 

Mental Health, Drug, and Alcohol Services of Logan and 

Champaign County. It is their assistance that makes this 

service possible for our residents. 

Infectious Disease Investigation 

One nurse is responsible for infectious disease case 

management for Logan County. Our primary concern is to 

focus on the prevention of disease and to stop the spread 

of a disease in the community. Some of the mandated 

diseases that were investigated in 2014 were: Measles, 

Mumps, Pertussis, Chikungunya, Ebola, Influenza, 

Salmonella, Hepatitis C, and sexually transmitted 

diseases. All of this is accomplished with very little 

financial assistance from ODH. 

Public Health Nursing 

nurse, one part-time nurse, and one part-time 

breastfeeding peer helper.  The full-time staff are 

eligible to receive health insurance through the Logan 

County Health District (LCHD). 

Other Direct Costs (4% or $8,577.71) 

The remaining funds were spent on clinical and office 

supplies to operate the WIC program’s services. 

The United States Department of Agriculture provides 100 

percent of the funding for the Ohio Women, Infants, and 

Children (WIC) Program to the Ohio Department of Health.  

The Ohio Department of Health (ODH) provides WIC 

services throughout 75 geographic areas covering all of 

Ohio’s 88 counties.  Funds are available for each project 

to ensure that pregnant, breastfeeding and postpartum 

women, infants, and children throughout Ohio have access 

to nutrition services, nutrition education, breastfeeding 

education and support services.  The current seventy-five 

subgrantee agencies in Ohio are provided funds according 

to the local project fiscal year funding plan.  The total 

amount of funds awarded statewide are $50,784,312.  

Logan County WIC received $201,416.46 during fiscal 

year 2014. The expenditures for FY14 were distributed as 

follows:

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Logan County Home Health (LCHH) is a Medicare Certified 
agency.  Coverage criteria for home health care services 
varies by pay source. Most pay sources require that the 
patient is confined to his or her home, the service(s) is 
medically necessary, and the service(s) is provided on an 
intermittent basis. Pay sources of home health services 
include: 
• Medicare  
• Medicaid  
• Medicare/Medicaid managed care plans  
• Veterans benefits and Bureau of Workers Compensation   
 
Medicare reimbursement continues under the Home Health 
Prospective Payment System (HHPPS). The payment 
methodology is based on assessment data. 
 
Logan County Home Health provides medically directed 
home health care services to patients in their homes.  Our 
greatest asset remains caring for our clients based on their 
changing needs. We continue to leverage our resources 
and collaborate with other clinical partners to ensure  
excellence and dignity during recovery. LCHH offers an 
array of skilled and support services based on the patient’s 
medical need and the physician’s written plan of treatment.  
These services include:  
• Skilled Nursing (SN)  
• Physical Therapy (PT)  
• Speech Therapy (ST) 

• Occupational Therapy (OT)  
• Certified Home Health Aide (AIDE) 
 
We completed a total of 4,564 home visits in 2014.  
 
Logan County Home Health Agency, for the fifth year, 
was recognized by Home Care Elite. This organization 
recognizes the top 25% of home health agencies in the 
country. It honors the top agencies in quality outcomes, 
quality improvement and financial performance 
measures. We also received the Home Health 
Consumer Assessment Healthcare Providers and 
Systems award for having the highest patient 
satisfaction surveys.  

Home Health  

The Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) grant 

is funded by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) and 

managed by the Ohio Department of Health (ODH).  This 

funding is made available to local health districts and 

hospitals to support 15 core capabilities identified by the 

CDC, including the areas of public health laboratory testing, 

health surveillance and epidemiology, community 

resilience, countermeasures and mitigation, as well as 

incident information and surge management.   This past 

year the Health District received $85,346.00, although 

funding varies each year.  The funds are used for everyday 

public health emergency preparedness activities such as 

monitoring public health threats, responding to small scale 

emergencies, and for expanding such activities for full scale 

disasters and pandemics.   

2014 was a significant year for public health emergencies.  

During January’s wind chill temperatures a new plan was 

implemented to inform the public of the winter dangers   

involving other local partners.   The outbreak of mumps at 

Ohio State University, a measles outbreak of an Amish 

population in Holmes/Knox county, and EBOLA coming to 

the United States kept the Health District engaged in 

planning and implementation activities.  Logan County 

monitored several outbreaks in local schools:  Pertussis 

(Whooping Cough), Hand, Foot and Mouth Disease and 

Norovirus.   

Funding from the PHEP grant will also help the Health 

District with the Accreditation process in several domain 

areas such as developing plans and policies, investigate, 

inform, and educate.   

The PHEP grant allows the Health District to continue its 

planning efforts for minimizing public health hazards and 

providing for the safety of our community.

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The Environmental Health Division administers sixteen 

different programs within Logan County.  Some programs 

are fee based (Food Service, Sewage, Private Water 

Systems, RV Park/Camps, Public Pools, Tattoo 

Operations, Manufactured Home Parks, Plumbing). Their 

associated fees are determined by specific cost 

methodologies that attribute all costs to the permit and 

license fees.  Cost methodology includes wages, 

retirement, health insurance, Medicare, workers 

compensation, mileage reimbursement, plus a 30% 

support cost that pays for clerical and administrative 

activities. 

 

Other programs such as nuisance investigation, rabies 

control, and school inspections are not fee based and 

costs are paid for out of the Health District Fund. 

 

We receive a grant from the Logan County Solid Waste 

Management District to support our Solid Waste Program 

activities (landfill inspections, compost facility inspections, 

open dumping investigation, closed landfill groundwater 

monitoring).

Vital Records Report 

1,868 birth certificates and 1,699 death 
certificates were issued in 2014 which 
collectively amounts to 3,567.  Of the 
$22.00 fee for each certificate, the por-
tion retained by the health district was 
$8.50. The remainder of the fee is man-
dated by the Ohio Revised Code and is 
distributed as follows: 
 
Vital Statistics Improvements ($9.00) 
These monies are remitted to the state 
treasurer to be used by the Ohio De-
partment of Health Vital Statistics to 
purchase computers and printers for all 
health departments statewide.  The 
fund is also used to build and upgrade 
IPHIS (Integrated Perinatal Health In-
formation System) and EDRS 
(Electronic Death Registration System). 
 
Child Abuse Prevention Fee ($3.00)  
These funds, minus a 3% health district 
administration fee, go to the Ohio Chil-
dren’s Trust Fund with a portion (based 
on population) allocated to each county.  
In most counties, the Family and Chil-
dren First Council is designated by the 
County Commissioners as the local 
Child Abuse & Neglect Prevention 
Board.  There is a minimum allocation 
of $15,000 per county.   
 
Family Violence Prevention Fee ($1.50)  
These funds, minus a 3% health district 
administration fee, go to the Office of 
Criminal Justice and the Department of 
Public Safety then baseline monies are 
allocated to domestic violence shelters.
